Non-abiding candidates in the 2010 general election must file this report with the Commission by October 27, 2010.  The report should cover the period October 19th through October 25th.  This report must be received by the Commission on or before October 27th. 
IMPORTANT NOTE:  To be considered timely filed this report must be received by the Commission at its office on or before the due date.  A Special Pre-Election which is postmarked on or before the due date, but received after the due date, is considered late.  This report may be filed by faxing it to the Commission at 402-471-6599.  It is the filer’s responsibility to ensure that the fax transmission is successful.
Significant penalties are possible for failure to timely file.  See §32-1606.01, Nebraska Statutes.
